Koak: ‘Letter to Myself (when the world is on fire)

’Painter and sculptor Koak returns with her second solo exhibition of paintings, drawings and
sculptures at Altman Siegel opening Jan. 17. Where her first exhibition with the gallery at the start
of the pandemic in May 2020 was marked by a sense of isolation, incongruously showcasing work
rooted in a time when human touch was taken for granted, her newest body of work reveals the
product of that isolation — a turn toward landscape painting and representations of lonely figures.
The artist’s gestural renderings of the human form and appealing color palettes offer an inviting
basis for her dissonant exploration of how one copes in a culture of disaster narratives. Altman
